Into the Northwest Passage

Unsere Reise beginnt in Kangerlussag, Gronland. Wir fahren als erstes durch den
lingsten und wunderschonsten Fjord von Gronland und berqueren den
Polarkreis. Waihrend wir nordwirts entlang Granlands Kiste segeln, kdnnen wir
die typisch bunten Héuser Gronlands sehen. Ein Hohepunkt unserer Reise ist der
Besuch des lluissat Eisfiordes, UNESCO Weltkulturerbe, wo wir um die Eisberge
kreuzen und die Eisfelder bewunder kdnnen. Bevor wir in Devon Island
anlegen, halten wir Ausschau nach Narwalen und Walrossen. Auf Devon Island
kdnnen wir die Croker Bay und die historische Stitte Dundas Harbour
besichtigen. Weiter auf Beechey Island finden wir die Griiber der verlorenen
Franklin Expedition und Basis vieler Rettungsmissionen, Entdecker und
Seefahrer. Begleiten Sie uns auf den Spuren der Vergangenheit. Spuren geprigt
von Leid und Tod, aber auch von ibermenschlichem Durchhaltevermégen,
Entschiedenheit und Mut!

Tag 1: Kangerlussuaq Kangerlussuagq is a former
U.S. Air Force base and Greenland’s primary flight hub.
After our charter flight from Toronto, we will

transfer to the Ocean Endeavour by Zodiac. With 190
kilometres of superb scenery, Kangerlussuaq Fjord
(Sgndre Strgmfjord) is one of the longest fjords in the
world. We begin our adventure by sailing down this
dramatic fjord, crossing the Arctic Circle as we go.
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Tag 2: Sisimiut Coast Colourful Sisimiut is
Greenland’s second largest city. Access the
extensive museum through a towering whalebone
archway and be sure to stop in at the artisan’s

outstanding handicrafts. Traditional qajaq
(kayaking) is in resurgence here, and there’s plenty of
other fun outdoor activities for the adventurous to

Tag 3: llulissat Tlulissat means “iceberg”—an apt
name for this site at the outlet of the Sermeq
Kujalleq glacier. It is a UNESCO World Heritage Site
and the source of many of the icebergs in the North
Atlantic. Visit the town of Tlulissat, with splendid
museums, cafés, craft shops, and a busy fishing
harbour. View the icebergs from shore on a hike
along the boardwalk at this UNESCO World
Heritage Site.
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Tag 4-5: Western Greenland Exploring by ship and
Zodiac along the west coast of Greenland, we have
numerous options for expedition stops, to make the
most of weather and wildlife conditions. Departing
Greenland, we cross Baffin Bay toward Nunavut.

Tag 6: At Sea— Davis Strait As we steam toward
Nunavut, our expedition team will deepen your
understanding of the Arctic. This is an excellent time
to enjoy workshops, watch a documentary, or get out
on deck. Keep your binoculars ready for minke and
humpback whales, as well as the seabirds that are
sure to mark our passage.

Tag 7: Mittimatalik (Pond Inlet) Attend 2

cultural performance put on by the talented Tununiq
Arsarniit Theatre Group, featuring drum dancing,
throat singing, and storytelling. Mittimatalik is a
busy Arctic community in a beautiful setting—the
views of nearby Bylot Island are stunning! Enjoy
exploring the town and take the opportunity to
purchase unique handcrafted mementos when
available, too.

Tag 8-10: Tallurutiup Imanga (Lancaster Sound) &
Devon Island We will spend three days exploring
Tallurutiup Imanga (Lancaster Sound), one of the
newest National Marine Conservation Areas in
Nunavut. Narwhal, beluga, and bowhead whales
transit and feed in this area. We’ll cruise by ship and
Zodiac in search of wildlife. On the northern border of
Tallurutiup Imanga lies Devon Island, the largest
uninhabited island on Earth at over 50,000 square
kilometres. Flat-topped mountains, glacial valleys,
and a substantial ice cap give Devon Island its

unique character. We will hike the tundra, cruise a
glacier face, and seck wildlife from ship and on shore.
Archaeological sites with expert interpretation allow
us to learn about the Inuit history of this
now-abandoned island. We'll visit the remains of an
RCMP and Hudson's Bay Company site at Dundas
Harbour.

Tag 11: Beechey Island In 1845, SirJohn
Franklin set out from England with HMS Erebus and
HMS Terror, attempting to sail through the
Northwest Passage. His crew overwintered at
Beechey Island, where three of his men died.
Numerous search parties later used Beechey as a
depot and rendezvous. Amundsen, Bernier, and
Larsen visited Beechey. Thomas Morgan of the HMS
Investigator was buried here in 1854 alongside
Franklin’s men. The graves and ruins of
Northumberland House are a haunting memorial.

Tag 12-13: Prince Regent Inlet This passage
marks an area rich in marine and avian life.
Thick-billed murres, ivory gulls, beluga, narwhal,
and bowhead whales reside in the ice-strewn waters.
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In addition to abundant wildlife, we’ll delve deeper
into the exploration of the Northwest Passage and
mercantile efforts of the Hudson's Bay Company.

Tag 14-16: Kitikmeot Region Navigate the
ice-strewn waters of this infamous waterway in
search of wildlife. Although this is Nunavut’s
least-populated region, wildlife abounds here both in
the sea and on land. Listen to the stories shared by
locals of Roald Amundsen, who overwintered in the
bay for two years while searching for the Northwest
Passage. Amundsen became the first European to
cross the Northwest Passage, thanks to the
knowledge and largesse of Inuit.

Tag 17: Kugluktuk Located at the mouth of the
Coppermine River, Kugluktuk is the westernmost
community in Nunavut. Iqaluktuuttiaq (Cambridge
Bay), NU, is an alternate disembarkation point, and
may be used based on sea, ice, and weather
conditions. Today we will disembark the Ocean
Endeavour and make our way to the airport to meet
our charter flights to Yellowknife, NT.
