You may see bald
eagles and white pelicans fishing below rapids, moose
wading in the shallows, black bears wandering along
the shore and enjoy evening calls by common loons at
sunset. You will camp on some the same sites that the
Voyageurs of previous centuries camped on, see
ancient rock paintings of the first inhabitants of the
Churchill area and learn about the flora and fauna
that live in this unique boreal wilderness.
